The meeting was opened by the chair at 7:05 pm

Attending the meeting were: Wendell Beckman-Chair, Karen Bruyn, Michael Coleman, Bill Cherico, Judy Michael and Betsy Tonkin Commission members and Ralph Michael Select Board Chair.  Absent were: Anne Brown, Lee Kafer and Tom Derlinga. 

The minutes of the September 3, 2013 meeting were approved as submitted. 

 Bill Cherico suggested that the Commission prepare a report to the Select Board to be included in the Town Meeting report.  Ralph Michael said that the Town Meeting report was already at the printers for this year's meeting and that there was mention in the report concerning the work that the Commission did in preparing the new Zoning Regulations.   Bill then suggested someone give a verbal report including what the Commission did, the number of applications reviewed and how they were disposed of.  There was the feeling by some that this data was not easily developed and was not really necessary.  A vote was taken and the motion did not carry.  Bill said he would bring it up again when we had a full board for a possible report at next year's Town meeting. 

Betsy said she felt some definitions were missing in the new Zoning Regulations and that one or two uses were not included in the chart on page 13.  Since we are not sure how involved the processed would be to update these parts of the Regulations, Betsy will contact Kevin at TRORC to ask his advice.   Betsy also felt that we still needed to update the application form to help make certain more applications are complete when received by the Planning Commission or BOA.  Ralph will forward an electronic copy of an application he has so we can us this for our review at the next meeting.  Betsy also mentioned that we had not yet updated the application fees to reflect costs.  After discussion Ralph said the Select Board would develop the costs and update the fees.  

Discussion followed concerning the Flood Maps, especially for river corridors.  Most of this is being done by TRORC, the state and FEMA.  Grant money was supposed to have been received to accomplish some of it locally.

The Commission was updated on the Frog City LLC ACT 250 application  to remove already crushed stone.   Objections to this are being addressed and hopefully will be resolved before summer.  This is not something that will come before the Planning Commission.
Our next meeting will be on March 11th at 7:00 pm with the main topic being the Review Application unless an application is received for review.  Jim Allen will be asked to be present.
