The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.


· A sign-in sheet was circulated among the guests.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of October 17 were reviewed.  Russ motioned to approve same; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Chris Bernier from the VT Fish and Wildlife Department and Jack Petropoulos, a Plymouth homeowner, were to appear to discuss the northern portion of TH 66 and TH 5.  Chris stated that the SB had walked TH 5 several years ago.  The brook and the road are pretty much the same at this point, and it appears that there is too much restoration to make it work as a road.  Part of TH 5 crosses property belonging to Jack, and he is willing to permit this access in exchange for the Town limiting vehicle traffic on TH 66, which he says is quite eroded.  This would probably require a survey, but VT F & W would  be willing to pay half.  Russ indicated that the SB Meeting was to gather information, but that a public hearing would have to be held for approval of any action on the part of the SB.  Jack also mentioned the bridge that he re-built on his property that is part of TH 5, and he was wondering what his liability would be in this regard.  Russ said he would check on this.  Both Ralph and Russ said the road probably would not be thrown up, but the SB can limit the use of a Class 4 road.  Dennis Allen and Peter Voller commented on the use of the Roads.
· Craig Breslen of Green Mountain Power spoke about its plan to lay a primary underground along a section of Lynds Hill Road.  He indicated that there would be no tree cutting.  Russ motioned to permit GMP to proceed, but to work with Larry our road foreman.  Ralph seconded; so voted.
· There were no other appearances by local citizens or visitors except the Don Martin inquired about the roadside mowing schedule.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.


· The request to refresh the CC entryway was discussed.  Lauren was going to obtain an estimate for painting.  Betsy Tonkin was to be contacted about regarding the sign.  Ralph will check with Mike Coleman about being the Town’s representative to the Clean Water Committee as part of the TRORC.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Ralph stated he had met with Markowski who had eliminated his request to continue working up the mountain.  Our PZB had denied the permit because it was going into State land.  The SB felt that Mike Coleman and Gross should attend the next SB Meeting on 11/21/16 regarding this decision.  Regarding FEMA and the Town’s project, Russ will email Ron Pentowski.


Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Ralph seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:35 pm.
