The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of 6/6/16; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· The filing fee of $75 and additional cost of insurance of $150 regarding the Daycare Center was discussed.  The SB agreed to reimburse Lauren Skaskiw this amount ($225).
· The survey of the new road at F & W was discussed; 30 days must elapse until the filing of the survey can be done and this should not be a problem as F & W is the only abutter;  their attorney will prepare a deed and easement to Plymouth as it is now a Town Road, Class 3, (though it is not a Town Road until recorded); said road information will be filed with VTrans and added to the Certificate of Mileage in February, subtracting what is returned to F & W.  Russ motioned to permit F & W to barricade the old section of TH 7 and for F & W to being using the new section of road as indicated on the survey map; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Paul Kowalski presented an application for the Brewhouse to secure an outdoor consumption permit for the front lawn for this Saturday, June 25, 2016.  The VT DLC requires a barrier around the area; Paul indicated there was a hedge, but he was also going to install a fence for that day.  Russ motioned to approve said application; Ralph seconded; so voted.  The Town Clerk signed the Application and returned it to Paul so that he could submit it with payment to the State.
· There were no appearances by local citizens and visitors.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.  Russ motioned to approve the contract with CAI; Ralph seconded; so voted; the contract was signed.  The quote from Cargill for deicer salt was tabled until the next SB Meeting.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Russ motioned to raise payroll for the highway department and maintenance by one and one-half percent (1 ½%); (This amount is 1 ½% above the Social Security increase which is zero for the current year.)  Ralph seconded; so voted.  Russ indicated that the Listers and Town Clerk and Assistance Town Clerk set their own increase as long as it is within the budget parameters.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· The SB requested the Town Clerk to obtain information on websites.  The next SB Meetings will be July 11 and July 25.
Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Ralph seconded; the Meeting was adjourned at 6:40 PM.
