Regular Meeting Minutes

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 pm.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of 11/2/15 with the correction that it was Ralph, not Larry, who seconded the approval of the Minutes from the Public Hearing on F & W on 10/19/15.  Larry seconded; so voted.
· Mike Chamberlain inquired as to whether the SB had any concerns or changes regarding the services of the Sheriff’s Department; the SB did not.  Mike indicated the Department would begin adding four hours (December to April) to Friday, Saturday, and Sunday (10 am – 10 pm) because of the high-volume ski traffic.  Mike also inquired about increasing the Department’s hours to an additional four hours each weekday from December to April.  Russ suggested trying it for two months – December and January – and revisiting the matter in February; Sheriff Chamberlain would attend the February 15, 2016, SB Meeting to review the  change; he would also  provide a list of the  Department’s activities in the Town during that time.   He also indicated that for the next calendar year, the rate per hour would increase by $2 to $51; the mileage cost of 60 cents would remain the same.  Russ motioned to increase the hours of the Sheriff’s Department in Plymouth to twelve (12) hours for the seven (7) days, beginning November 30, 2015, and to review said schedule at the 2/15/16 SB Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.  Ralph mentioned the issue of the road work being done on Route 100A next year and how it would impact emergency services; Mike wanted to be advised of any meetings, including the AOT meeting on December 17, 2015.
· Russ motioned to re-affirm the Traffic Ordinance originally adopted on January 25, 2001, and effective March 26, 2001; Larry seconded; so voted.
· As the Town was under on the costs involved with the alternate project (Library Trail Bridge), the SB discussed using the monies ($25,000) for other projects.  It was suggested that it be used for the Bradley Hill road area; Larry and Ralph will follow up on this.
· Discussion on the Cash Receipts, Petty Cash, and Returned Check Policy was tabled until the next Meeting.
· Mail was reviewed.
· New business:  The SB suggested that the Listers be invited to the next SB Meeting to present an update on the progress of the Town reappraisal.  The SB also approved the purchase of a vacuum ($250) for the janitor.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old and unfinished business:  Ralph presented a letter he had composed to the Project Manager (Paul Libby) of the Route 100A project, which the SB signed.  Said letter will be forwarded to Mr. Libby via Eric Furs.  Ralph felt that the meeting on 12/17/15 with AOT needed to be publicized, and that there should also be another meeting with AOT with our residents to voice our concerns with the road closing.



Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 6:55 pm.
