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)Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes

The Meeting was called to Order by Russ at 6:02 pm.
· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of November 3, 2014, were reviewed; Russ motioned to accept the said Minutes; the Minutes were tentatively approved pending approval by Ralph.
· Karen Evans (who is on the BCA) spoke about the Board of Civil Authority and some issues she had. She mentioned that the BCA has certain obligations which appear not to be met, i.e., warning of meetings, recording of Minutes, systematic purging of the voter check list, sitting at elections.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Mike Chamberlain spoke next, but first he was congratulated by Russ for his election win. Mike asked if the Town would like to resume winter hour coverage: extra hours on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday because of increased tourist/skier activity. This would be over and above the present contract hours and would add 12 hours per week, and would begin on December 5, 2014, and extend to the end of March — the beginning of April. (Mike indicated that in the past this additional coverage has paid for itself.) Mike would attend another SB Meeting in January to review the coverage. Larry motioned to add the four additional hours per night on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday; Russ seconded; so voted.
· The SB agreed to table the review of the Facility Use Policy until the next Meeting.
· The issue of moving the tree lighting ceremony to the Community Center has been resolved and will be at the CC in 2015.
· Virginia Dean asked asked about the Agreement between the Town Clerk and the Town and was advised that said item is still pending.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.
· Under New Business, Russ indicated that the Library Trail sign should indicate Legal Trail 3, not 35.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed. Russ noted that the education tax to the State is due 12/1/14. Russ inquired about signing warrants when the SB is on the payroll.
· Old or unfinished business included: trail maps will probably be available in the Spring; the new truck has been repaired and is in use; Burlingame Bridge still requires the guard rails; the SB will check with the Town Clerk relative to the Town bridge loan.
Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted. The Meeting was adjourned at 6:40 PM.
