Monday, December 1, 2014

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of November 17, 2014, were reviewed.  Larry suggested that the specific hours relating to the additional weekend patrol by the Sheriff be deleted as those hours may differ from what was written.  Russ moved to accept the Minutes as revised; Larry seconded; so voted.
· The proposed Agreement with the Town Clerk was discussed in connection with the questions posed by the Town Clerk.   The SB agreed that said Agreement was for the benefit of the Town Clerk and if the Clerk was not interested in signing, then it is not required.
· The Facility Use Policy, together with the Facility Use Agreement, was discussed.  A draft of the two documents will be presented at the next Meeting.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or visitors.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.
· Under New Business, Russ suggested that Julie Dupont be asked to attend the next SB Meeting to update the SB on school/student status.  Russ also indicated that information obtained at the SB Institute he attended stated that the SB should be petitioned by organizations when they request contributions from the Town; however, it can be dispensed with if they are not increasing the amount of money requested or if they are not a new requesting organization.  The SB agreed this petition issue should be an Article at the annual Town Meeting.  It was also agreed that the Town Clerk should provide the SB with information regarding the JP’s and health insurance status for the upcoming year.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.  Russ indicated that if a SB member is listed, he can still sign said Warrants but should indicate that he approves the Warrants except for a specific check.
· Old or unfinished business included:  Tom Marrone will be asked to attend the next meeting so that he can report on the status of the Town reappraisal.  The SB also indicated that there should be discussion relative to the new Budget;  the worksheets will be requested from the Town Clerk and Russ will check with the accountant.

Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting;  Larry seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 6:50 PM.
