Regular Meeting Minutes

Members: Ralph Michael, Chair; Larry Lynds; and Russ Tonkin Others: Virginia Dean; Mary Michels; and Sandie Small
The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.
· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of 12/7/15 with the additional language to item 4 that the December Delinquent Tax sheet was attached. Larry seconded; so voted.
· Discussion followed about the budget FY 2016-2017. Amounts were entered for Town Officers; Office Expenses; Municipal Building; and General Expenses. Work would be continued at a later date for Highway Expenses and Appropriations.
· Russ provided a Credit Card Policy, a Fraud Prevention Policy, and a Reserve Fund Balance Policy. Russ moved to accept the Credit Card and Fraud Prevention Policy; Larry seconded; so voted. The reserve Fund Balance Policy will be tabled until the 1/4/15 Meeting as the SB may want to set a maximum and a minimum amount of money for any Reserves.
· The memo from VTrans regarding Broad Brook Bridge was discussed; said memo was requesting that the Town add guard rails to the Bridge; Larry indicated that the Bridge would be paved, and that the abutments looked fine. The work would probably be done in the summer of 2016.
· The proposed road work to be done by the State was discussed. Ralph stated that he felt the roads in the Town of Plymouth were being ignored, and many were not safe for
bike riders.	There may be monies available under Better Back Roads Grants for the 
Town to work on local ditches regarding storm waters.
· The SB indicated that the Town should be receiving some FEMA monies for the alternate projects completed.
· Mary Michels spoke as a representative of the Salt Ash Owners Association. It is looking for information about delinquent tax payers. There was some question about the Town providing the information she requested relative to privacy laws. Russ indicated he would check on this.
· There was no mail to review.
· There was no new business.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.

· There was no old or unfinished business.
Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; the Meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.
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
