Monday, February 1, 2016 
Regular Meeting Minutes 
6:00 PM
Members: Ralph Michael, Chair; Larry Lynds; Russ Tonkin
Others: Sheriff Mike Chamberlain; Deputy Claude Weyant; Carol Ackley; Russ Boudain; Virginia Dean; Tom Marrone; Michelle Pingree; Sandie Small
The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.
· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the SB Meeting of 1/4/16; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the SB Special Meeting of 1/11/16; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Mike Chamberlain presented information on the extended hours for the Sheriff's Department from 8 to 12 hours, Monday to Thursday. There were 31 service calls in
December and January; there were 190 violations written in December and 225 in
January. He also indicated that accident calls were down, though that could be weather related. Mike also stated that the cost for the Sheriff's Department from July 1, 2015, is
$102,287.10; revenue was $92,358.75. The SB agreed to continue with the extension of hours until the end of June, 2016; Mike will return to a SB Meeting in mid-May with a status report.
· Russ Boudain, from Appraisal Research Group, presented an update on the progress of the Town reappraisal. The Listers are on schedule, with fewer than 100 homes to
inspect. Entering the data is the next step. Information as to what was inspected; new
photographs, and so forth, will be available shortly. There were no significant changes or errors. After the data is entered, calculations (Marshalls Evaluation Service) will be
loaded into the computers and new figures will be calculated. Sales information will be entered; listings will be reviewed and used as a reference (as there are not many sales to use). Russ states that the State gives town's sale information (CLA); Plymouth is 105, which means that Plymouth is 5 percent over market value according to the State. He also indicated that land sales are problematic as sales are very erratic. The data should be entered into the system by the end of March; Ralph asked if the Grand List will go down, but Russ stated that he could not give any information as the project is a work in progress. Carol Ackley asked how Hawk was being handled; and Russ said Hawk was being valued at their own market and they are their own entity. Topography has not been addressed.

)Carol Ackley inquired about Town recycling; she felt that the recycling container which is provided by ABLE is too small. The SB indicated she could purchase a larger container; Carol felt that the Town should pay for any larger recycling container.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to. A delinquent tax statement was provided by the Collector of Delinquent Taxes, and is appended.
· Under new business, Russ Tonkin stated that the Community Center Steering Committee had met and decided that there no longer was a need for said Committee; however, there still is a need for the CC Coordinator. There were two Excess Weigh Permit applications (David Goodhouse and Newport Sand & Gravel Co., Inc./Carroll Concrete Co., Inc.); Russ motioned to approve said Permits; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old and unfinished business: recycling at Hawk was discussed; Ralph will check regarding permits filed by Hawk; Russ will communicate with Pepper Tepperman to let her know we are looking into the situation; he will also speak with Art Lynds. In connection with the request by Robert Fishman for the Plymouth Historical Society to have a sign, Russ said he would follow up with Robert; also F & W might consider
constructing the framework for such a sign/signs.	Russ also suggested tabling 
consideration of the Reserve Fund Balance Policy until mid-March, when the SB could return with specific figures to include for the Funds.
Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; the Meeting was adjourned at 7:20 PM.
