Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes 
Monday, February 23, 2015

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.
· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of February 9, 2015, were reviewed. Russ moved to accept said Minutes as written; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· The SB reiterated that it had voted to hire Graham and Graham of Springfield, VT, as the forensic auditor of our accounts. They also suggested that Jeffrey Graham be invited to the next SB Meeting to give a status report of his work, and that perhaps a representative from PACIF be invited to speak on the reimbursements the Town can expect.
· Tom Marrone spoke about a Town reappraisal; he indicated that while there were three areas where the largest discrepancies occurred - R1 (under 6 acres); R2 (over 6 acres); and Land — as there were few sales, the Listers did not have much data by which to provide relevant information to conduct a valid reappraisal. The Listers felt that appraisals should be left as they are and that any issues or grievances should be dealt with on an individual basis. The Listers are waiting for requested information from property sellers, at which time they will revisit the matter. Ralph agreed that it might be more beneficial to wait another year or two to conduct a full reappraisal.
· Regarding the road by Farm & Wilderness, Ralph stated that Jay needs to have written permission from Murphy; Larry suggested a site visit by the SB and Jay; Larry indicated that the work can be done by blasting or by excavating with hammer and loader, and that the work should be done before the Camp opens or when it closes in the Fall.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or guests.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to. The outdoor consumption liquor license renewal application by the River Tavern was discussed; Russ moved to approve same; Larry seconded; so voted.
· In connection with New Business, Virginia Dean asked if there were any responses from Town residents regarding the fraud charges. All SB members indicated they had not received any such responses.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· As for Old or Unfinished Business, Russ indicated that there might be questions about the raise in the municipal tax rate from .37 to .40 and that the SB should be ready to answer (the Town did not realize any carryover this year as in the past year; and while the Town has paid contractors in connection with the recovery from Irene, the Town has not yet been completely reimbursed).
· Larry requested an Executive Session to discuss a personnel issue.
After said Executive Session, Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted. The Meeting was adjourned at 7:02 PM.
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
