The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:02 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda
· The Minutes from the Meeting of January 19, 2015, were reviewed.  Russ  moved to accept said Minutes as written; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Al Poirier discussed VT Alert, a State program providing the communication of life threatening information to the residents of the Town.  Al stated that anyone can sign up for the program and there is no charge.  He requested that SB schedule a meeting with the State to provide further information on the program to the residents of Plymouth at an open meeting to last approximately one hour.  The SB suggested certain dates in March; Al will schedule the meeting and report back to the SB.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or guests.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.  The SB feels that F & W should obtain written permission from the landowner to perform the necessary work widening the road; and that F & W should draw up a work plan.   The work needs to be done before the Camp opens.  The SB felt this matter should continue discussion at the next SB meeting.
· New Business:  The accountant letters were signed relative to the 2014 audit.  Hawk’s applications for liquor licenses were reviewed; Russ moved to approve said applications; Ralph seconded; so voted.  Russ indicated that the Certificate of Mileage is accurate; TH 23 is correct.  Al indicated that he and Larry are planning to attend the Fema meeting on 2/11/15.  Ralph stated he had communicated with the State regarding the road work to be done on Route 100A indicating that their plan to completely close the road for some time was unacceptable; mail, fire, and first response teams would not be able to service Plymouth residents in a timely manner – the road needs to remain open, at least there should be one-way traffic allowed or at least open for emergency traffic.  Russ motioned to appoint Jeffrey Graham of Graham & Graham to conduct an audit of the Town’s accounts; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old or Unfinished Business was tended to.  Ralph indicated that Fish and Wildlife is working with the landowner in connection with the road swap;  Bob Ennis had indicated that all work was done in connection with the Motel demo; Ralph will send a note to the Corps in connection with the completion of Burlingame Bridge;  he also recommended putting a light on the flag for night.

Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting.  Ralph seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 6:55 PM.
