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Monday, March 10, 2014

The Meeting was called by Order by Ralph at 6:00   pm.

· Larry Lynds was administered the oath of office for Selectboard by Barbara Stone, the Town Clerk.

· Those present at the Meeting were introduced.

· There were no changes to the Agenda.

· In connection with the reorganization of the Selectboard and Appointments, the following occurred:
            		Russ nominated Ralph Michael as Chair;  Larry seconded; so voted.
		Ralph motioned to appoint Russ Tonkin as Vice-Chair; Larry seconded; so voted.
		Russ motioned to appoint Jim Allen to a three-year term as Zoning Administrator;  Ralph seconded; so voted.
		The question arose as to whether Rick Martin can serve on the ZBA as he is not yet a full-time resident; it was stated that as long as the majority of members of the ZBA are residents, it is acceptable; Russ motioned to appoint Rick Martin to the PC and the ZBA and to have the same membership on both the PC and the ZBA; Larry seconded; so voted.  Members of both the PC and the ZBA are Wendell Beckman, Karen Bruyn, Tom Derlinga, Anne Brown, Judy Michael, Bill Cherico, Lee Kafer, and  Michael Coleman.
		Larry motioned to appoint John Dupont, John S. Sailer, and John F. Wheeler as Fence Viewers; Russ seconded; so voted.
		Russ motioned to appoint Justus Pingree and Richard Olmstead as Pound Keepers; Ralph seconded; so voted.
		Larry motioned to appoint John S. Sailer as Tree Warden; Russ seconded; so voted.
		Russ motioned to appoint Mary Jo Schimpfhauser as the Weigher of Coal; Larry seconded; so voted.
		Russ motioned to appoint Al Poirier as the Emergency Coordinator; Larry seconded; so voted.

· The Minutes from the Meeting of February 17, 2014, were reviewed.  Russ motioned to accept said Meetings; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· Richard Olmstead, who was elected Second Constable, spoke about his research into preparation for his new position.  He asked the Town to sponsor him in attending the part-time Academy which would allow him to handle cases in the Town not handled by available Windsor County or State law enforcement personnel; Richard would also then be able to assist the Windsor County Sheriff with local issues.  This preparation would involve approximately 190 hours of classes and field training; Richard has gotten approval with the Ludlow police to work with them in this regard.  He stated that the approximate cost of this certification would be $3,000; the program  begins in June of this year, however, the deadline for the necessary paperwork would be the beginning of May.  The Selectboard was in favor of such a program, but felt that they would need to discuss the matter further and would do so at the next SB Meeting.
· Art Lynds stated that the State of Vermont Highway Department contacted him to ask that Green-Up Day trash which they collected be  brought to his waste site , where it would be separated into recyclable and non-recyclable items.  Each load would total two to three trucks; Art would separate and document the materials; the State will pay the processing fee; there will be no cost to the Town and this waste will not fall under the waste budget of the Town.  Art is asking for permission for these trucks to use his site; these deliveries do not exceed the permit which Art has; also the trucks are under any posted mud season weight and would only be for waste collected during Green-Up.  Larry motioned to grant such permission to Art Lynds (ABLE Waste) for the State to use his site for road-side litter as long as said use does not exceed the daily road limit;  Russ seconded; so voted.

· Russ presented action items:
Paperwork needs to  be complete on the Round Top work for Fema; the deadline 
is June 30; Larry and Barbara will work on this.
		The alcohol and drug policy needs to be further reviewed and adopted; Russ will present this again at the next SB meeting; it was noted that there are forms which will need to be completed by new hires and Russ suggested that there should be a file for present and new employees.
	Regarding the roof re-do, Ralph felt that the SB needs to secure a new estimate and he will look into this matter.
	Russ is working on the trail maps with F&W and the Ninevah Foundation.  He is also getting information about the vault door at the old Historical Society Building.
	Ralph spoke with Chris Burney about the ‘road swap’ who said that he is hoping the State surveyor will do the survey which will mean there will be no cost to the Town; hopefully this will  be done with summer.
	Jodi continues to work on the new website.
	The new truck has not yet been delivered, but is being assembled.
	HMGP figures need to  be redone; Barbara will do this and submit same to the SB.
	Ralph signed the questionnaire from the VT Forest Department regarding a light timber cut on Salt Ash.
	Larry is working on the road grant.
	The SB reported that CV Oil did work at the school; and that a new in-house tank will be installed.
	Barbara reported that Richard North took the oath of office for Lister.

· Warrants were reviewed and signed.  Russ stated that Larry may need a separate Warrant for his pay as he may not be able to sign for disbursements to himself.

· Mail was reviewed and tended to:
	Excess Weight Permit Applications were presented as follows:  Mosher Excavating; Markowsky; Masterson; and Able (Art Lynds).  Russ motioned to approve said applications; Larry seconded; so voted.
	A letter requesting permission to travel through Plymouth for the  100 – 100 VT Relay road race in August was presented; Russ motioned to approve said permission;  Larry seconded; so voted.
	Woodstock Ambulance submitted a Business Associate Agreement; Russ will review and report back to the SB at the next meeting.
	Russ stated that it might be beneficial to attend the Spring SB Institute sponsored by VLCT;  both Russ and Ralph might attend the conference in April.

· There was no other old or unfinished business to discuss.
Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:30 pm.
