Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:03 PM.
· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of March 9, 2015, were reviewed; Russ moved to accept said Minutes as written; Larry seconded; so voted. The Minutes from the Meeting of March 16, 2015, were reviewed; Russ moved to accept said Minutes as written; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Lauren Skaskiw presented her plan for the child day care program at the Community Center: to run mid-June to mid-August; ages to include infant to third grade; six children; she would be the sole caretaker. Lauren indicated that she is a licensed teacher, and presently teaches in Rochester; she has also run a day care in the past and is very familiar with procedures, including obtaining insurance for same. The SB stated that the building will still belong to the School District until July 1, so that permission must be obtained from the Board. Terry Bascom will contact the Board about this, and the SB should obtain a letter or email of approval. Russ also indicated that there were some other issues is using the Center; i.e., testing of water; a safety inspection of the playground and a refreshing of the base around the equipment; Russ also stated that the Center is an emergency shelter when necessary. Russ motioned to support the creation of the day care program after July 1, 2015 (the date the Town acquires the building); Larry seconded; so voted. Other items discussed: there is no charge so far for anyone using the Center, but a charge for use is expected in the future; Larry asked if the Town could provide the insurance coverage for the day care; Russ said he would check with the VLCT, but that he suspected the event would need to be a Town-sanctioned activity; Terry asked about keys and was advised that a digital code would probably be installed (and that the alarm, however, would be a separate issue and not controlled by the entry code).
· Mail was reviewed and tended to: the letter from F & W regarding a new road and building was discussed; Ralph indicated that at the time this was done, a public hearing would be required to throw up the old road and to take over the new road.
· New Business: Larry suggested that with the extended ski hours we ask the Sheriff's Department to continue its extended weekend hours of patrol through the end of April. Russ motioned to approve said extension; Larry second; so voted. Larry will speak with Claude about this scheduling. Ralph stated that the State has a new recycling law to go into effect 4/18/15. The SB reiterated they needed to meet with PACIF concerning the fraud issue; Larry is working on the State aid form; the road center line is to be painted.

Larry suggested adding 'check all bridges' to the applications. Russ motioned to approve said applications with the additional language; Larry seconded; so voted. Liquor license applications were reviewed: The Inn at Water's Edge and Fairfield Farms Artisan Cheese, LLC. Russ motioned to approve said applications; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· The Action Item list was reviewed.
· Ralph then stated the SB would be going into an Executive Session to discuss the ongoing fraud investigation.
After the Executive Session, Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted. The Meeting was adjourned at 8:00 PM.
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
