The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 5:55 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The SB began discussion of the organization of said Selectboard;   Ralph was nominated as Chair by Larry; Russ seconded; so voted.  Ralph indicated that the Planning and Zoning Commission will send the nominated Chair to the SB and that the SB will then vote to approve said Chair.  The following were appointed:

Russ moved to accept said appointments; Larry seconded; so voted.

· The Minutes from the Meeting of February 23, 2015, were reviewed.  Russ moved to accept said Minutes as written; Larry seconded; so voted.
· The Selectboard then moved into Executive Session for a presentation by Jeffrey Graham, Auditor, on his progress.  The SB Meeting reconvened at 7:20 PM.
· Ralph stated he had spoken with Jay Kuhlman regarding the F & W road widening; when  Route 100 was rebuilt in the 1970’s there was evidence of an endangered species of fern along the area of interest and this would be something which needed further investigation;  Ralph also indicated that F &W would need a letter of permission from the landowner, and that F & W felt that probably the work would need to wait until the Fall.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The SB thought that the annual Town Meeting went well.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or visitors.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.  Two Excess Weight Permit applications were presented:  Mosher Excavating and Merlin Environmental d/b/a Hartigan.  Russ moved to approved said applications, Larry seconded, so voted.
· There was no new business.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Russ inquired about the grant monies for paving; said monies have not yet been received.  Russ and Larry will meet next week regarding the paperwork submission for the alternate project.  Russ mentioned that Katy Savage of the VT Standard had spoken to him about the bidding policy and the conflict of interest policy of certain VT towns; Russ advised her that Plymouth had such policies in place.
· Larry noted that the SB had planned to raise the pay of the Town Clerk (after the March 3, 2015, election) by $1 an hour, effective immediately.   Russ motioned to approve said increase, Larry seconded; so voted.


Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at  7:40 PM.
