Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM

· Those present were introduced.

· There were no changes to the Agenda.

· The Minutes from the Meeting of 4/7/14 were reviewed; Russ motioned to accept said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· The Minutes from the Special Meeting of 4/17/14 were reviewed; Russ motioned to accept said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· The third quarter budget was reviewed:  (A) Professional Services – in connection with the two Two Rivers bills (1) the Better Back Roads item should be reimbursed to the Town and Russ will check with Rita on this and (2) the $5,000 bill should have been (and will now be in the correct line) charged to the Planning Board and not Professional Services.  (B)  Summer Class 3 Roads – This line encompasses salaries and work projects; it will include Fema payments.

· The HMGP Account was reviewed; Two Rivers owes the Town $10,000+; Russ will speak with Bob Ennis on this; Mosher needs to submit a final invoice.

· The Lister pay scale was discussed in connection with the new member.  Tom and Richard agreed on a sum of $12 per hour; Russ motioned to pay the new Lister (Richard) $12 per hour; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Appearances by local citizens and visitors:  Jennifer Runnette questioned the awarding of the bid for Burlingame Bridge to Mike Lynds and not Craig Mosher.  Ralph indicated that the Town can reject any bid; he also stated that Lynds did include figures for all work, while Mosher did omit some figures that may increase his costs.  Also Mike lives and works in Plymouth, and has volunteered his services many times to the Town.  Barbara stated that Fema does not require that the lowest bid be accepted. (Russ recused himself from the discussion as he was not at the meeting which considered the bids.)

· New Business:
                    An Application for a liquor license for the River Tavern, Hawk Resort, was presented; this is for outside catering services.  Russ motioned to approve said Application; Ralph seconded; so voted.
                    Applications for Excess Weight Permits were presented for:  St. Pierre, Inc.; Curtis Hollow Construction; Perras Brothers, LLC; Bill Gault; and JB Webster Construction.  Russ motioned to approve said Applications; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· Warrants were reviewed and signed.

· Mail was reviewed and tended to:  the correspondence from the State of Vermont, Structures Section, regarding 2013 calendar year bridge inspection summary reports was reviewed and signed by Ralph and Russ.


Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Ralph seconded; so voted; the Meeting was adjourned at 6:55 pm.
