Monday, April 7, 2014

Members:  Ralph Michael, Chair; Larry Lynds; Russ Tonkin
Others:  Virginia Dean, Craig Mosher, Al Poirier, Sandie Small

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 pm.

· Those present were introduced.

· The SB agreed to first hear Craig Mosher and Al Poirier; and the SB agreed to move the review of the HMGP Account to the next SB Meeting.

· The Minutes from the Meeting of 3/4/14 were reviewed; Larry motioned to accept said Minutes; Russ seconded; so voted.

· Craig Mosher addressed the SB in connection with the bid for Burlingame Bridge; Larry and Russ recused themselves from the discussion.  Craig was concerned that the SB thought his work was not satisfactory; Ralph indicated that there was no problem with Mosher and that the bid for the Bridge was given to Mike Lynds as Mike lived in Plymouth and he has done a great deal of work for the Town. Ralph also indicated that the Town bidding policy permits the Town to reject bids.  Ralph mentioned that the ford crossing constructed for the demo of the Farmbrook motel needs to be removed; Craig stated that this was scheduled for the spring.

· Al Poirier stated he had completed the LEOP (emergency operating plan) and was returning it to the State, who will return a hard copy for the SB to sign.

· The 9-month budget figures were reviewed; a few items were questioned and the SB will check with Barbara on these:  Professional Services figures; BCA appeal breakdown; Summer Class 3 maintenance figures.  The SB also indicated that it might want to consider in more depth the Town participation in the BCA appeal process as it might prove more costly to object to said appeal, i.e., Lister and Town attorney attendance fees.

· The HMGP figures were not available; review of them was postponed to the next meeting.

· The Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy was reviewed with Russ going over the changes from the VCLT draft.  Fred Glover, Esq., reviewed said Policy and advised that the Town is covered, i.e., it is stated in the Policy that the Town will consult its attorney if the Town plans to suspend or terminate an employee.  Russ motioned that the SB adopt said ADT Policy as written for the Town of Plymouth; Larry seconded; so voted.  A copy of the Policy will be signed by each CDL employee and filed in his personnel folder.

· The revised application fees for the PC, ZBA, and ZC were presented by Ralph; Larry motioned to accept said fees; Russ seconded; so voted.

· Appearances by local citizens and visitors were already presented.

· New Business:  

       The Woodstock Business Agreement with the Ambulance Service was presented;  Russ motioned to accept said Agreement (which permits Woodstock to release information to the Town of Plymouth relative to the Ambulance Service); Larry seconded; so voted.

         Two Liquor License Renewal Applications were presented:  The River Tavern, and Hawk Inn and Mountain Resort.  Russ motioned to approve said requests; Larry seconded; so voted.

         Applications for Excess Weight Permits were presented:  Castleton Trucking Inc.;  Marlin Environmental d/b/a Hartigan Co.; and M & M Excavating, Inc.  Larry motioned to approve all three; Russ seconded; so voted.

· Warrants were reviewed and signed.

· Mail was reviewed and tended to.

· Old and unfinished Business:

                      Larry and Barbara will be meeting on 4/16/14 to prepare paperwork in connection with Round Top/Fema.

                      Larry presented his budget, financial plan for the State and the Standard Grant Agreement.

                       Russ indicated that the Town will be receiving the contract for the Woodstock ambulance service.

                       The sign for Library Trail was ordered.

                       Ralph stated he had been in contact with the Lake Rescue Association and ANR in connection with Money Brook.  They have been told that the problem in not solvable.  Ralph felt that as residents, we should attempt to remedy this situation.  The Town would need to get a permit; and then work with Todd.  Monies could be obtained with fund raisers.

· The SB then retired to an executive session.

Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:30 pm.
