The Meeting was called to Order at 6:00 pm.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of 5/9/16; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Bob Lambert requested that the SB make a decision as to the repair of Reading Pond Road, TH 66.  The SB performed a site visit of said area where it connects with Lynds Hill Road; it was determined that the section of road north of the State land is beyond reasonable repair and on several sections the actual road right-of-way was in question.  The Town does not want to pay for survey at this time.  For these reasons, the SB felt no work should be conducted on this section of the road.  Bob also presented the SB with a $100 donation from the ATV Club for the Plymouth Volunteer Fire Department.
· Sheriff Michael Chamberlain presented a summary of the civil fines generated by the Department from July 2015 through April 2016, as well as the cost of the Department’s
time, the difference being an expense to the Town of $3,086.20.  Mike also gave the SB a list of the types of calls processed during this time.  Russ noted that some days were 14 hours; Claude stated that he schedules the Deputies for an 84-hour week, so that some days might be more than 12 and less than 12.  Larry motioned to retain the 12-hour day; Russ seconded; so voted.  Mike will prepare a new contract for the new fiscal year.
· Mail was tended to.
· The SB approved and signed:  The Annual Town Financial Plan, the Excess Weight Permit Applications (Cardinal Logistics Management Corporation and Birdseye Building Company); Liquor License Renewal Applications for Hawk River Tavern; and time sheet for Richard Olmstead—Russ motioned to approve, Larry seconded, so voted.
· Russ brought up the need to appoint a Justice of the Peace; the repair of one of our trucks (F550);  the SB did approve the purchasing of a new bed for said truck at an approximate cost of $17,000; and the need for new truck.  The allocation to the PVFD was also discussed.  The SB discussed the revision of our website.  Russ also indicated that Chase Morsey will be responding to the dam situation mentioned by Libby Rutledge.

The Meeting was adjourned at 6:40 pm.
