Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes
Monday, May 5, 2014

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

1. Those present were introduced.

1. The Agenda was changed to accommodate John Norton, who asked if the SB had made any decision about the gate on Library Trail.  Ralph indicated that this issue would be revisited when the Town receives permission for the project to build a footbridge across the stream, the bridge is completed, and there is pedestrian traffic along Library Trail.  John asked to be advised when the SB intends to make said decision.

1. The Minutes from the Meeting of 4/21/14 were reviewed; Russ motioned to accept said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.

1. Pete Fellows gave a summary of the municipal planning grant which included a stream assessment of the upper Black River and Pinney Hollow Brook; he also provided the SB with a draft of said project and a site plan of the area affected.  The work intended will hopefully prevent flooding as experienced by Hurricane Irene.  Money Brook was not included in the project plan; TRORC suggests that the Town take the initiative to consider solutions to the sediment problem and the accompanying costs to correct the situation.  Pete felt that any plan undertaken should be a 5 – 10 year project because of the work needed to be done. The final paperwork should be available to the Town within a month or two, and he will communicate with Russ via email.  Pete also stated that the re-paving of Route 100 by VTrans is not expected until 2016.  As for the 911 house designations, he is working on them and will speak to the Town Clerk about this.

1. In connection with the NEMRC program, Wendell Beckman had advised Russ that Jodi was not going to pursue obtaining this program.  However, the SB felt if it should ever be considered in the future, more information would be required, including references from towns that use the program.   While the program would not be helpful to Wendell, it would be to Jodi.  Ralph also mentioned that some papers he had provided for the P&Z meetings were not received by all Committee members, and he would speak to Jodi about this.

1. New Business:
          An estimate was received from CV Oil for the installation of a new oil tank in the school building; the cost was $1,952.  Russ motioned to approve the proposal; Larry seconded; so voted.   Ralph signed the proposal.  He also thought that a change to propane be considered if a new furnace is needed; however, CV Oil felt the present unit was satisfactory.  Larry suggested that the SB meet with CV Oil to discuss options for the future.    




     Al Poirier had emailed an LEOP  (Local Emergency Operating Plan), which was adopted by the SB at the meeting (as was NIMS); Ralph completed the information requested on page 1.

          A liquor license renewal application was received from Fairfield Farms Artisan Cheese, LLC,; Russ motioned to approve said application, Larry seconded; so voted. 

          Excess Weight Permit applications were received for Connecticut Valley Trucking Inc. (of NH) and Norman E. Martin II; Russ motioned to approved said applications; Larry seconded; so voted.

1. Mail was reviewed and tended to.

1. Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.

1. Old or Unfinished Business:

          Ralph indicated he had spoken with Chris Bernier regarding the road swap; Chris  said he had someone who would survey the land; however,  an easement is required from a landowner in connection with the area and Chris wanted to know how the Town would like to deal with this.  The SB agreed that the best avenue would be for Chris to take the lead on this; Ralph will give him necessary ownership information.


Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Ralph seconded; so voted; the Meeting was adjourned at 7:05 PM.
