Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes
Monday, June 8, 2015

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 pm.

· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of May 4, 2015, were reviewed; Russ motioned to approve said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of May 18, 2015, were reviewed; Larry motioned to approve said Minutes; Russ seconded; so voted.
· Ham Gillett spoke about the Recycling program, effective July 1, 2015; he stated the following points:  Casella owns Coventry landfill, which is the only landfill remaining; resources are valuable and can be recycled saving substantial monies; should the Town have a public meeting on the new program, he will be pleased to attend and speak; he provided the Town Hall with various flyers for distribution; more information can be obtained from www.recycle.vt.gov.
· Tom Brown asked about the monies that were in the Kennedy lot account; tree work is being done by Jason Barrows, and he has been paid for his work thus far; however, additional funds will be needed, the SB has agreed to apply said funds to the Cemetery account, and has indicated that the tree work should continue.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or visitors.
· Mail was reviewed:  the 100A project was discussed; the SB stated that the closing of this portion of the road will affect the Post Office; the Fire Department, and First Response.  Ralph indicated that he will write a letter to Paul Libby, the project manager, and other officials, indicating  the Town’s concern in this regard.  The damn on Lake Amherst was discussed; the State of Vermont has authority over the damn.
· New Business:  the Sheriff’s contract beginning July 1, 2015, was signed; the SB agreed that ABLE could use the Town Hall for a meeting; the SB agreed that the Okemo bike race could set up a tent on the Community Center grounds; the gate by Buffalo Brook Road/Pollard Cemetery Road was discussed; pay raises were given as follows for the new fiscal year—2% above CPI or a 3.7% raise for all employees, with the exception of the Assistant Town Clerk/Treasurer who received her raise in January—Russ moved to approve said raises; Ralph seconded; so voted.  Regarding the Intermediate Public Assistance Training by the Dept. of Public Safety, Ralph indicated he would try to attend the meeting in Mendon on June 16 (Jodi and Sandie will attend the meeting in WRJ on June 23).
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed (with the exception of the check for Graham and Graham, as the SB planned to ask Jeff Graham for his final report first).
· Old or unfinished business:  Larry is working on the janitor application; Ralph will check with Fred Glover regarding the school building lease/deed; the painting of the office was put on hold.





Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:40 pm.
