The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.


· Those present were introduced.
· The SB agreed to delete item 8 (discuss ATV’s on class 2 or 3 TH and possible ordinance).  Ralph indicated there already is an ordinance in effect; ATV’s must be insured and registered and can be used only on class 4 roads; if the Town was to permit them on class 2 or 3, each road must be decided on an individual basis.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of July 13, 2015, were reviewed.  Russ motioned to approve said Minutes with the correction in the fourth paragraph from “reappropriation” fund to “reappraisal” fund; Larry seconded; so voted.
· The Minutes from the Special Meeting of July 14, 2015, were reviewed.  Russ motioned to approve said Minutes; Larry seconded; so voted.
· The SB requested the Town Clerk to obtain a few price quotes from at least two auditors to conduct the annual Town audit, so that it can be discussed at the next SB Meeting.
· As Kathy Billings had not yet appeared, the SB moved to appearances by local citizens and visitors.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to; Ralph presented the memo on the hearing on the TRORC regional plan; he also stated that the Town needs to re-adopt or establish changes in the Town Plan every five years and that the last Town Plan was set in 2011.  He also indicated that there is a planning grant available for $20,000, which Ralph passed on to Mike Coleman for possible use in Plymouth Union.
· Kathy Billings indicated that she had spoken to Fred Glover, who would be working on tax sales.  Kathy had given notice to those who were three years delinquent; they now have 30 days to respond, and the homeowner has one year in which to re-purchase the house.  The years 2014 and 2015 have seen an substantial increase in delinquent taxes;  the SB requested a quarterly report and the list of delinquent tax payers that Kathy gave to Fred.  Ralph suggested that Kathy conduct tax sales after two years delinquent taxes and that she return before the SB for the August 28 Meeting.  Kathy requested that the SB give her a letter of approval for tax sales and to secure an attorney for said sales;  the SB advised they would provide such a letter.  Mary Michels had several questions, and suggestions, for the SB and Kathy, the Delinquent Tax Collector, regarding the collection of said taxes.
· There was no new business.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old and unfinished business:  Russ asked about the Deed to transfer the School building;  Ralph will check with Fred.  Signatures on the Deed would be from the School Board.  Russ motioned that the School Board not be offered the right of first refusal; Larry seconded; so voted.  Ralph stated that he had called Better Back Roads and ANR about filling in the lake by F & W in order to hold back the road.  





Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Russ seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:07 PM.
