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Monday, July 28, 2014

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:02 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· No changes were made to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of July 7, 2014, were reviewed;  Russ motioned to accept said Minutes; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Summer Meeting dates were discussed; the SB suggested holding one Meeting in August (8/18/14) and one in September (9/15/14).    Larry motioned to schedule said Meetings as suggested; Russ seconded; so voted.
· The two estimates which were received for re-roofing the Municipal Building were reviewed –one from Rutland Roofing and one from Wright Construction.  The SB agreed to wait until next year to do the work and to present an Article to the Town at the annual Town Meeting in order to raise the money for said project.  The SB suggested that information about the increase in the efficiency expected in operating the building (i.e., heating costs) after the new roof is installed should be available for Town residents at said Meeting.  Carol Coyne mentioned that Rutland Roofing subcontracts out their work.  Larry indicated that the SB would be requiring at least two to three bids.
· Ann Pierce reiterated what she had stated in her letter to the SB in connection with a meeting with the owner of the property on Library Trail.  She advised that she had crossed the stream and was approached by said owner who asked her to respect his privacy and refrain from stepping on private property.  Ann asked that perhaps boundaries between the Town’s right of way and the owner’s property could be established.  The SB indicated that bids will be obtained shortly for the construction of the footbridge, which should be completed by the Fall.  Ann also suggested that a mirror be placed at the intersection of 100 and Kingdom Road to aid motorists exiting onto Route 100.  Larry said he would look into this.
· The SB considered the request by a Town resident to convey his lot on Route 100 back to the Town.  After discussion, the SB agreed that this was something the SB would not do; Sandie was to advise the resident by written communication.
· The discussion of the wi-fi/school agreement was tabled as Terry Bascom was not present.
· The Woodstock Ambulance contract was signed by the SB; the Town will pay $1,500 per year for uncollected monies incurred by the services of the Woodstock Ambulance;  the Town can attempt to collect these monies as it has now been provided with the names of the individuals responsible; Russ will work up a protocol for said collection.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or visitors.
· Mail was reviewed.  Green Mountain Economic Development Corporation indicated that 2015 Fiscal Year dues were due of $309.50; Russ motioned that said invoice be paid; Larry seconded; so voted.
· New Business: 
      Larry indicated that the Town has several major projects on the current agenda (Kingdom Road paving; the Burlingame Bridge; the Library Trail footbridge) and that reimbursement for said projects may not be available in a timely manner; and that property taxes will not be due until the end of September. (Russ will check on the status of the completion of the Grand List).   Therefore, he suggested the SB considered a 6-month bridge loan in the amount of $450,000.  Russ motioned to authorize Barbara to apply for said loan; Larry seconded; so voted.
       Discussion followed on the extended warranty for the new Truck purchased; the SB agreed to purchase the 7- year  - 100,000 mile or 4,000 hours warranty for the amount of $4,795.  Russ motioned to approve said purchase; Ralph seconded; so voted.
       Paving bids were presented; Pike bid $260,097; Whitcomb bid $244,783.68.  Russ motioned to accept the bid of Whitcomb; Ralph seconded; so voted.  The paperwork was signed by the SB.
       A request for a first class liquor license was received from Plymouth Notch LLC (Round Top); Larry motioned to accept said application; Russ seconded; so voted.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.  The SB will request a fiscal year summary for the August SB Meeting.
· Old or Unfinished Business:  The SB felt that an Article should be warned for a Town reappraisal at the annual Town Meeting for consideration by the Town residents.


Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 7:40 PM.
