The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of August 10, 2015, were reviewed.  Larry motioned to approve said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· As Roger Carsten had not yet arrived, the discussion moved to the alarm at the Community Center.
· Michael Clarke did not appear to discuss the Community Center alarm; however, Ralph suggested new keys might be a possibility; Larry suggested a digital alarm for each room as an on-needed basis.
· Ralph indicated that the issue of first refusal in connection with the School lease/deed had previously been discussed and was already in the Deed.  Larry motioned to rescind the decision to void the right of first refusal in the Deed; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Discussion on the gate on Library Trail was next on the Agenda.  Ralph reviewed the events:  a vehicle had driven into the gate previously and most recently a chain saw had destroyed the posts during the night hours.  Roger Carlsten stated that the investigation was still on-going.  Ralph indicated that the SB would wait until there was a full membership of the SB to make a decision about the gate.  John Norton mentioned that the gate looked as if it were locked, which was against the decision of the SB.  Roger stated that he was planning to ask permission to lock the gate in the future, with Larry having the key 24/7.  Larry voiced concern that if the gate were reinstated, worse vandalism might occur.  Ralph indicated that while the SB did give permission to erect the gate, the SB can rescind said permission.
· Two  accounting firms submitted letters of interest to audit the Town’s accounts:  Graham and Graham of Springfield and Sullivan and Powers of Montpelier.  The SB suggested that said firms meet with them in the immediate future to discuss their proposals.
· The monthly financial report/budget was presented by the Town Clerk and reviewed.
· The invoice from Terry Bascom for work done at the Community Center was presented and the SB approved payment of same.
· There were no appearances by local citizens or visitors.
· There was no mail to review.
· There was no new business to discuss.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old or unfinished business was reviewed.
Larry motioned to adjourn the Meeting;  Ralph seconded it; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 6:55 PM.
