Plymouth Selectboard Meeting Minutes
Monday, August 18, 2014


Members:  Ralph Michael, Chair; Larry Lynds; and Russ Tonkin

The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 5:55 PM.

· Those present were introduced.

· No changes were made to the Agenda.

· The Minutes from the Special Meeting of August 4, 2014, were reviewed; Larry motioned to accept said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· The Minutes from the Meeting of July 28, 2014, were reviewed; Larry motioned to accept said Minutes; Russ seconded; so voted.

· Discussion followed on the fiscal year summary.  Russ indicated that clarification of several items was needed, i.e., professional services, Woodstock Ambulance; Sheriff’s Department; garage operations.  He said he would review the figures in more detail.  Russ also questioned the pay raises and thought that the SB had set a 2.5 percent raise, but it appeared that it was being  paid as 3 percent in some cases.

· In connection with the wi-fi/school agreement, Russ stated that Terry Bascom said there was no agreement which needed to be signed.

· Sally and Don Brunges made their presence known as visitors to the Meeting.

· Ralph indicated that he had attended a meeting with school board members this morning and said it was difficult to join a Union.  Julie suggested that Plymouth speak with other towns and let the legislators know the accurate picture of the small towns, so that they can understand the issues with small towns like Plymouth. (Perhaps some kind of coalition may be necessary.)  Plymouth is 20 percent residential and 80 percent second-home owners.  Other questions raised dealt with the removal of the old oil tank, the water bottles in the shed, and the playground area. 

· Mail was reviewed and tended to.

· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.  Russ inquired about the internal audit by the Town Treasurer as required by statute; this had been submitted to the Town Treasurer by the accountant for her completion and then was to be forwarded to the SB; it was not included. 

· Dan Brunges asked about the status of Round Top; Ralph indicated that they seem to be doing maintenance; they will do the pond; and that the dam is gone.

· Larry stated he would like to purchase a hydraulic machine to prepare hoses and presented the specifics to the SB;  the monies would come from the equipment budget.  Russ motioned to approve said purchase of the hydraulic crimping equipment for a cost of $5,500; Ralph seconded; so voted.

· Ralph had a previous appointment and left the Meeting a few minutes early.



Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.  The Meeting was adjourned at 6:45 PM.
