The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

· Those present signed the sheet being circulated.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· The Minutes from the Meeting of August 10, 2015, were reviewed.  Larry motioned to approve said Minutes; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· Michael Clarke was not present; Russ indicated that the daycare program had ended for the summer; he also said that it might be best for the PHS to alarm their door.  Joy Donnelly indicated that Mike may have already looked into this.  The PHS will pursue this and advise the SB; alarming the windows may also be an option.  The SB will look into digitalizing the room doors.
· Discussion followed on the Library Trail gate; Russ indicated that initially the permission to install the gate was a safety issue, but that may no longer be the case.  Paul Donnelly stated that there could be an escalation of damage.  Robert Hayward said that the gate was not needed.  Ralph stated that Russ’s comments needed to be considered, and that the gate was a magnet for future problems.  Carol Coyne mentioned that there had been a petition signed by over 80 residents presented to the SB.  Ralph indicated that Roger did receive permission to erect the gate, but he does not have the right, and the SB can rescind that permission.  Russ motioned to rescind the authority to put up the gate and to reimburse the owner for the initial cost of the installation; Larry seconded the motion and amended that motion to include that the gate will be given to the Town of Plymouth.  Russ seconded the amendment; so voted.  Russ stated that a sign should be posted to indicate no cars should be parked on the Trail.
· Kathy Billings presented the SB with updated paperwork and information on her meeting with Fred Glover and tax sales.  Bill Cherico said he was pleased to see the progress with the report but asked that she supply the SB with quarterly reports on properties sold; she update the delinquent report as of December 31.   He also wanted a copy of her policy, which was given to him.  Ralph thanked him for his input and indicated that the SB understood his points.
· There were no appearances by local citizens and visitors.
· Mail was reviewed and tended to.  The Questionnaire from VLCT regarding permitting of trucks to travel over highways and bridges was completed; a time frame was suggested for meeting with prospective auditors; discussion followed on securing a janitor; Russ motioned that the bank loan should be paid off; Larry seconded; so voted.
· New business:  an Excess Weight Permit was presented for Steven Montgomery Logging; Russ motioned to approve; Larry seconded; so voted.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Old or unfinished business:  Russ requested an end-of-year and monthly financial budget; authorizing the payment of invoices prior to SB meetings was discussed; the adoption of financial policies was mentioned;  the transfer of monies to the cemetery account had previously  been approved;  a recycling meeting should be scheduled shortly.



Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted;  the Meeting was adjourned at 7:30 PM.
