The Meeting was called to Order by Ralph at 6:00 PM.

· Those present were introduced.
· There were no changes to the Agenda.
· Russ motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of July 11, 2016; Ralph seconded; so voted.  Larry motioned to approve the Minutes from the Meeting of July 25, 2016; Ralph seconded; so voted.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Lauren Skaskiw was to appear with a School/Community Center report; she was unable to attend, but did submit an email, which Ralph read.  Lauren advised that the daycare made $630 and the 5 percent payment to the Town was $31.50.  She also advised that her liability insurance had been renewed; she gave a CC update and discussed the fact that there were tables and room dividers in the activity room, as well as other items.  Russ stated that he would respond to Lauren.
· Bill Michael spoke about delinquent tax sales, specifically Killingtons’s new approach to sales, i.e, pemitting the sale after one year.  Bill pointed out that the Town was not drawing any income from delinquent properties, but still had to pay the State its share.  Revenue does not come to the Town for one year.  He suggested the Town might consider moving the sale date to one year rather than two.  Bill also stated that the value of Hawk’s lot value had decreased, and some owners have walked away from their property.  It is better not to let the taxes exceed the value of the land.  It would be beneficial to determine from the Delinquent Tax collector if she had any issues.  Bill also asked about the property Hawk purchased by the Town in sector 1.  Ralph felt it was a good purchase of good property.
· Mail was reviewed and tended.
· Warrants were reviewed, approved, and signed.
· Russ presented a format for a monthly financial report; Russ motioned that the SB accept said financial report; Ralph seconded; so voted.
· The Town Audit was discussed.  The SB stated they would put out to bid a request for an auditor for 2015.  Graham would be alerted; and a contract would be drawn for any auditor chosen.
· Larry stated the equipment fund account had been established at Heritage Family Credit Union;  and Russ indicated that there might be another $11,000 available from last year’s budget.

Russ motioned to adjourn the Meeting; Larry seconded; so voted.
